Retaining Strap can be installed on either the set screw or the threaded rod without the
use of a nut. Retaining Strap can be installed on either the top or the bottom flange.

Step 1
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Step 1 Place the Retaining Strap vertically between the set screw and the threaded rod or slip
the retaining strap hole side between the rod and set screw on an angle when
mounting to the set screw. Otherwise place the retaining strap hole over the threaded
rod and engage the threads.

Step 2 Rotate the Retaining Strap towards the I-Beam. Keep the Retaining Strap as close to
the Beam Clamp as possible. Ensure that threads are engaged in the tear drop
opening of the Retaining Strap.

Step 3 Pull tight and then wrap the end of the Retaining Strap around the beam flange to
complete the installation.
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
